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Introduction 

Since its re-opening in 1995, the Faculty of Law and Political Sciences of our university has focused on extensive international cooperation. Today, different departments of our faculty provide a wide range of law courses in English, German, French and Spanish language. Our university is proud to have an exceptionally important number of Erasmus partner universities in whole Europe, including 32 universities in Germany, France, Italy, Greece, Spain, Norway, Finland, Holland, Austria, Turkey, Poland, Iceland and Portugal
. Thanks to the Erasmus teacher’s mobility program, we also have the opportunity to propose to our Erasmus students numerous courses of visiting teachers. 

In order to promote student mobility, Pázmány Péter Catholic University applies the European Credit Transfer System, which enables students to validate the offered courses in their home universities. 

In recent years, our young teachers have prepared international students especially on some modern judicial problems which lawyers of the 21th century are facing (such as cyber crime or internet business and copyright regulations). Apart from that, studying in Budapest also provides an excellent opportunity to get an insight on the Central and East-European view, as well as some local issues, such as the legal position of gypsy communities, or the development of Hungarian law after the collapse of the communist regime. 

For each successfully completed course in a foreign language, students obtain 6 credits per semester. Documents are provided by the university, while students are expected to prepare on a regular basis and participate in class through active dialogue with teachers.

• A practical approach to EC law
By Allan F. Tatham
The common-law approach to EC law and its pleading before national and Community courts provides a challenging yet well-recognised alternative to other renowned approaches. This course is designed for dedicated and determined students and goes through the process from typical tutorial-based case-law instruction to written and oral pleadings in English, through a combination of study of relevant topics of EC law and of skills acquisition. The course is intended to provide students with an intelligent approach to the many areas affected by EU law in practice. The knowledge acquired should at least enable them to address problems from a European perspective. General themes of the course are: primary, secondary and tertiary sources of EC law, the principles of EC law national courts and the European law, remedies and responses to EC law.

• EU IT Law
By Dr.Tamás Ádány, Dr. Tamás Csepely-Knorr 
Definition of virus – trojan – back doors – worms, and their comparison with spyware. What is a spyware, and how its effects on the computer on personal and company level. Commercial espionage and possibilities in the 21th century. Ways 

of legal and illegal defence with special attention to the licencee’s rights declared in the general software licence agreements. GNU – and the free software. What a lawyer needs and what it should use for proper protection of its data. Cybercrime – Computer crime – Computer related crime – general terms and their development in the international and national legislation with special attention to the CoE Recommendations, and the Cybercrime Agreement. Partial regulation in the EU, and possible future regulations. The Schengen Agreements on the constitution of the Europol, and Eurojust, and their relevance in the discussed field. Different banking solutions, and their regulation in the EU – freedom of services. Harmonisation of the services in the EU and the different E-solutions. The responsibility of the banks in transnational services – transactions and security issues.

• Banking and securities regulation
By Dr.  Anna Halustyik
In the first part of the course, students get an inside on the role and development of banking on international level, as well as the regulation of banking business.  

In its second part, the course focuses on the development and different types of securities on international level, and shares, bounds and stock exchange regulations.




• Hungarian Substantive Criminal Law
By Dr.  Ádám Békés
The course presents a historical review on the evolution of Hungarian substantive criminal law in XIX. and XX. centuries. Students get familiarized with the concept of criminal offense and the different meaning of reckless act and material tort, criminal offenders, as well as the structure of sanctions in the Criminal Code. The course also provides an insight on recent developments in the field of criminal law, such as criminal liability of corporations in Hungary from 1 May. 2004, or the possible institutional connections between the Hungarian and European Union’s criminal protection (EUROPON, EUROJUST,  “European Prosecution Office”)

• Competition Law of the EC
By Dr. Tihamér Tóth
The course gives the participants an overview of one the most prominent EC policies, covering substantive rules, procedural issues and case studies. The economic basis of the EU, the common market would not function without properly enforced competition rules that aim to prohibit company behaviours and state measures which harm consumers by restricting effective competition on the common market.

Themes: 

The structure-conduct-performance model of competition;

Objectives and main fields of EC competition policy;

Main fields of EC competition law: antitrust and competition distorting state measures, cartels, prohibition of abuse of a dominant position, enforcement of European competition law.  

Commission powers and procedures, Member States: national competition authorities and courts;

The notion of State aid and its general prohibition.

• Criminal Law and Humanitarian Law
By Dr. Varga Réka

• Financial System and Taxation Law of EU

The purpose of the course is to study the institutions, rules and procedures of the budgetary process of financing the European Union, taxation and other key financial aspects of the functioning of the EU. 

The lectures cover the following main issues: the roles of the two arms of budgetary authorities (the European Parliament and the Council), and the implementing agencies (the commission and the Member States); tax policy and taxation in the EU; 




coordination of fiscal and monetary policies within the EU with special reference to the institutions of the common currency; control and evaluation of financial activities in the EU.Particular emphasis is given to issues of financing the enlargement, and of the on-going debates on tax competition within the EU.

The students are expected to attend the classes and read the required literature. The lectures are supported by slides that are made available for the participants.

• International Criminal Jurisprudence

The course offers a one-semester based introduction to these relatively new issues of international law. After a short historical background, the course focuses of contemporary problems of international criminal law, such as for example substantive law (war crimes and crimes against humanity), issues arising from state sovereignty, admissability and preconditions to the exercise of iurisdiction. Though this is basically an international law course, certain relevant issues of international political relations need to be discussed as a background of regulations.

Course material is flexible and might be modified upon collective request or pre-requirements.

- Diploma in an Introduction to English Law and The Law of the European Union - 

• University of Cambridge and Institute of Continuing Education 

The University of Cambridge, with its constituent colleges, is an internationally famous centre of study and research in most of the major academic disciplines. The Institute of Continuing Education is responsible for leading and co-ordinating the University’s teaching for external students across a range of academic subjects. The Diploma is English and European Union Law is part of the Institute’s programme for legal and professional skills. 

• Course Structure 

The course meets the academic requirements of the Institute of Continuing Education for accreditation purposes. It comprises eight modules which can be studied over a maximum period of three years, normally in two consecutive years. This course provides students with an introduction to the fundamental principles of English law and to the European Community and its institutions. Law students have the opportunity to study these subjects alongside their own university programme. Successful students are awarded a diploma in an Introduction to English and European Union Law. 

• Who can apply? 

Any law student or those having obtained their graduate diploma on a law university and interested in developping their skills in the field of english and european law. 

As all teaching is in English, students must be able to satisfy the university that their level of competence in the English language is sufficient to enable them to follow this course.

Also, students have to be able to attend classes which are held monthly in Budapest. 




• Teaching Methods and Materials 

Students are expected to independently prepare for monthly fixed meetings with the aid of the

 workbooks and textbooks when the seminar and tutorial questions are discussed with visiting tutors from the University of Cambridge.

Assessment: 

Following the completion of each module in the first year, students complete a written assignment (either in essay, problem question or drafting form) which is assessed by tutors. In the second year of the course, each module is followed by an open book, timed assignment in class or home written assignment. Continuing assessment of students takes place in the compulsory seminars and tutorials/ fixed class weekends.


• Fees 

The annual fee of the course is around L395 for law students and L500 for graduates, in addition to the administration fee, which is around L35 for law students and L50 for graduates. 

• Staff 

Professor William Cornish is the Academic Director of the Programme. He is Herchel Smith Professor of Intellectual Property at the University of Cambridge and is a former Director of the Faculty of Law Centre for European Legal Studies

Denise Ashmore is Director, Legal Projects, Central and Eastern Europe, responsible for the administration and delivery of the programme in Central and Eastern Europe.

• Aims and objectives

1. Pázmány European Research Papers ("PERPs")

The ESC produces a series of Papers throughout the year, publishing the fruits of academic research, of a longer length than possible for articles in legal journals but guaranteeing the same high quality promoted by the ESC. Young researchers and young lecturers are encouraged to submit papers, possibly with the recommendation of their academic supervisors or heads of department. It is presently proposed to make these Papers available online rather than through publication alone.

2. Annual Pázmány Lecture on European Law

A commercially-sponsored lecture - in conjunction with the PPKE - is organised annually, on a topic of current interest, and presented by a distinguished overseas academic. 

The lecture will be public, with publicity aimed at the relevant legal circles in Hungary, and will be published as part of the PERPs series. 




3. Annual European Scholarship Prize
In co-operation with leading, locally-based law firms, PPKE and ESC organise, run and fund an annual prize in European Scholarship. This will be aimed at students as well as young lawyers, researchers and lecturers up to a certain specified age/years of professional experience.

There will be a first, second and third prize with all three being published in the PERPs where they satisfy the standards of these works. Submissions may be made in English, French, German, Italian or Spanish (always with an abstract in English).

4. Assistance in providing guidance for research (research skills) and participation in moot court competitions (mooting)
The ESC enjoys a role, in conjunction with the PPKE Department of EU Law, of providing occasional seminars to students researching EU law in the matter of legal research skills. This includes not only examination of information sources available but also advice on how to write research papers, footnoting, editing, etc.

Due to the growing importance of acquiring necessary legal skills, the ESC - again with the co-operation of the PPKE Department of EU Law -provides seminars to interested students in the field of mooting. This will be particularly, though not 

exclusively, directed at participation in the annual European Law Moot Court Competition and the regional European Moot Competition based in Warsaw.

5. Miscellaneous aims and activities
The ESC works in close co-operation with the PPKE Department of EU Law in all activities in order to ensure a focused and directed contribution to the work of lecturers and researchers. It ensures that it does not replicate activities already conducted in other departments and offices either at PPKE School of Law or in PPKE generally.

ESC aims to provide an added value to the education of young legal professionals, supporting and promoting the unique contribution PPKE makes to the development of the legal sphere in Hungary.

Finally, ESC provides the necessary flexible administrative structure to be better able to address the changing nature of EU legal research and to participate in major research and consultancy projects of a national, inter-regional or international nature.
